ANSWERS TO THE "POSSIBLE PAVED RUNWAY QUESTIONS'

1.Physical size (Dimensions length & width).

The paved runway will be the full length of the field with 90 feet of grass runway runoff
distance on each end of the paved runway. The overal length including the runoff areas
will be APPROXIMATELY 980 feet. The width is 50 feet.

2. Digtance to ends of runway (from windsock).

This distance will be figured once all the recommended AMA safety rules are complied
with and the surveyor stakes out the exact runway location.

3. Distance from safety fence.

Asper AMA recommended safety rules, it will be 20 feet, with the Pilots stations 5 feet
behind the safety fence.

4. Runoff length(s).

There will be a grass runway runoff of 90 feet at each end.

5. Taxiway locations.

The taxiway locations will be at the far ends of the present safety fence

6. Distance from runway to spectators.

AMA recommends 65 feet. It is presently 71 feet and will not change.

7. Cost Estimate.

Asthe club membership decided, thisis done at zero cost to the club. An AMA grant has
been applied for. Through donations, pledges, money raising efforts and the lifetime mem-
berships per the constitution, the bottom line of this project will be approximately $49,000.
8. Leveling of the field (low spots, west end ridge, east end extension) to be done concur-
rently?

The paved runway committee will handle any disruption of the present flying field. Just
last month Al Booth informed Clay Benjamin the runway wasin tip top condition, and that
it had never been in better shape. Secondly, Mr. Mick Lomant has volunteered to fix the
low spot on the north side of the field and to eliminate the remainder of the hump (which
was what the club failed to finish when the field was moved to the south). If the club
would like to take care of any field conditions concurrently with the installation of the
paved runway; that would be for the club to decide.

9. Tiling (needed?/ if so, before paving?)

Thiswill be discussed and handled by the contractor as part of the agreement. Typically
tiling is done parallel with pavement along each edge.

10. Impact on current septic tank.

There will be no impact on the septic tank. The contractor has been informed on its loca-
tion.

11. Estimated annual runway maintenance.

Several times this was previously discussed at Membership meetings. Gathering informa-
tion from other clubs with paved runways, it was found to be almost maintenance free. One
club said after 15 years, they re sealed the surface. This will be awin-win situation for the
club asit will cut mowing & rolling time, fertilizer cost, reduce fuel expenses, reduce wear
and tear on the equipment. More and better member participation will more than offset any
possible runway maintenance.
