Committee Reports: 
· Speaking for the absent paved runway com-

mittee president Clay Benjamin, Ben Ndubuisi 
reported that most of the members monetary 
pledges have been honored and are paid.  How-
ever, the AMA grant that was applied for has 
been denied for 2008, with no reason given.  
Additionally, there have been no takers (zero) 
for the ten constitutionally approved $2500 
lifetime memberships orchestrated by paved 
runway committee president Clay Benjamin, 
although five members (names withheld) had 
pledged to do so.  In addition to the anticipated 
$28,000 from the AMA and member pledges, 
Ben had committed to spend approx $20,000 of 
his own capital to have the paved runway com-
pleted this year.  As it stands, Ben would need 
to spend approx $35,000 to meet the shortfall 
left by the paved runway committee.  Under-
standably, Ben is not prepared to bear over 
70% of the cost by himself, so the paved run-
way will have to wait a bit longer. 

The field maintenance sub-committee re-
ported on options to replace the current method 
of maintaining the field.  The volunteer system 
that has been haphazardly employed for the 
past several years is not equitable and inevita-
bly falls to a dedicated few.  The majority of 
members contribute little in the way of time or 
effort, despite having agreed to donate 25 
hours each year.        
The sub-committee requested input from mem-
bers via mail to the club PO Box; however 
nothing in the way of ideas was forthcoming.  
Three possible options were presented to the 
membership, an abbreviated version follows: 

Assigned work schedules based on the 
club roster in alphabetical order.  PROS: 

No cost      to club / Fair.  CONS: An or-
ganizational nightmare / Equipment dam-
age more likely. 
     Contract the mowing. PROS: No 
equipment or fuel cost / No effort / No 
animosity towards toward those members 
unable to help with mowing.  CONS: 
$8,000-$12,000 cost (plus fertilizer, weed 
killer, etc) / Dissatisfaction with the qual-
ity of mowing is likely. 
    Paid-member mowing.  PROS: No cost 
to members in 2008 / All scheduling han-
dled by volunteers / Equipment damage 
less likely / No animosity towards those 
members unable to help with mowing.  
CONS: Approx $2500 cost for paid-
member mowing from treasury for 2008 / 
If approved beyond 2008, approx. $25 
field maintenance fee added to member-
ship fees (the equivalent of $1.00 for each 
hour pledged annually by each and every 
member). 
   A 4th option was mentioned at the meet-
ing, which was to ask Bob (the park care-
taker) if he would be interested in mowing 
for a nominal fee.  Again, details would 
need to be worked out so that the mowing 
frequency would be sufficient to support 
flight operations, especially during the 
heavy growing season. 

Members are again asked to submit alternative 
suggestions to the sub-committee via the club 
PO Box, preferably prior to the 28MAY08 
Board Meeting.

One Second in the Life of a Racer 
By Tom Fey 
 
The Unlimiteds go flashing through the racecourse, engines howling, 
air shearing, heat waves streaming.  Four hundred eighty miles an 
hours is eight miles a minute, and the elite racers take about 70 sec-
onds to cover the 9.1 miles Reno course.  If you could take a souped P-
51 racer flying the circuit at Reno, slow time down, and examine just 
one second, what would you find? 
 
In that one second, the V-12 Rolls-Royce Merlin engine would have 
gone through 60 revolutions, with each of the 48 valves slamming 
open and closed 30 times.  The twenty-four spark plugs have fired 720 
times.  Each piston has traveled feet in linear distance at an average 
speed of 41 miles per hour, with the direction of movement changing 
1800 after every 6 inches.  Three hundred sixty power pulses have been 
transmitted to the crankshaft, making 360 sonic booms as the exhaust 
gas is expelled from the cylinder with a velocity exceeding the speed 
of sound.  The water pump impeller has spun 90 revolutions, sending 4 
gallons of coolant surging through the engine and radiators.  The oil 
pumps have forced 47 fluid ounces, roughly one-third gallon, of oil 
through the engine, oil cooler, and oil tank, scavenging heat and lubri-
cating the flailing machinery.  The supercharger rotor has completed 
348 revolutions, its rim spinning at Mach 1, forcing 4.2 pounds, or 55 
ft3 of ambient air into the combustion chambers under 3 atmospheres 
of boost pressure.  Around 9 ounces of high octane aviation fuel, 7843 
BTU’s worth of energy, has been injected into the carburetor, along 
with 5.3 ounces of methanol/water anti-detonant injection fluid.  Per-
haps 1/8 fluid ounce of engine oil has been either combusted or blown 
overboard via the crankcase breather tube.  Over 1.6 million foot-
pounds of work have been performed, the equivalent of lifting a station 
wagon to the top of the Statue of Liberty. 
 
In that one second, the hard running Merlin has turned the propeller 
through 25 complete revolutions, with each of the blade tips having 
arced through a distance of 884 feet at a rotational velocity of 0.8 
Mach.  Fifteen ounces of spray bar water has been atomized and spread 
across the face of the radiator to accelerate the transfer of waste heat 
from the cooling system to the atmosphere. 
 
In the one second, the aircraft itself has traveled 704 feet, close to 1/8 
of a mile, or roughly 1.5% of a single lap.  The pilot’s heart has taken 
1.5 beats, pumping 5.4 fluid ounces of blood through his body at a 
peak pressure of 4.7 inches of mercury at ambient pressure.  Our pilot 
happened to inspire during our measured second, inhaling approxi-
mately 30 cubic inches (0.5 liter) of oxygen from the on-board system, 
and 2.4 million, yes million, new red blood cells have been formed in 
the pilot’s bone marrow. 
 
In just one second, an amazing sequence of events has taken place be-
neath those polished cowlings and visored helmets.  It’s the world’s 
fastest motorsport.  Don’t blink!
